I can't even begin to comprehend the pain and suffering a crucifixion 
must be.  But there was the prelude I find just as incomprehensible.  He was kicked, beaten, spit upon, 
and I'm sure the Bible skips over some of the more hideous stuff...and that crown that wasn't placed on his 
head gingerly either.  They beat it down on his head till the blood ran down his face.  Then came the 
nuclear weapon if its day--the scourge.  Still one of the most hideous weapons ever conceived...consisting 
of individual stands of leather with chucks of metal and glass incorporated in each strand.  This thing 
didn't just cut flesh, it ripped it apart and tore it off in chunks...and its users got to be experts at turning 
and twisting this device for maximum effect.  They beat Him with that till they got tired.  Not enough? 
  
          Then...goodness knows how much that cross weighed--cardboard it was not--and He was forced to 
carry it up the hill to Calgary while still being beaten and soaked with sweat and God only knows--
literally--what they were calling him as well.  Not enough?   
  
Spikes driven through his 
wrist (remember how much it hurts to miss that nail you were driving and hit your thumb?),  then one foot 
placed on top of the other and another spike (or two for good measure, perhaps) driven through--maybe 
they missed or didn't get it in all the way on the first strike...might have needed a couple of more for good 
measure.  Not enough?

NOT ENOUGH?!!!   Our Lord paid for the sins of those there--even his executioners--and for the sins of 
those generations yet unborn and some say it's not enough.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTION & BY-LAW CHANGES  
          These documents had not been revised in years until they were updated in 2005. This 
initial effort was to better synchronize the documents with Synod and do some general updating.  
This was primarily due to the efforts of Mark Waltz and a constitutional review committee. It 
was a great effort, but that notwithstanding, now that we have had some experience with them in 
real operation we Council has identified many needed changes.  Most urgent is the need to 
modernize the approach to voting membership and provide more flexible language for called 
staff.  Council presented these changes in the February Voter’s Assembly.  These will be voted 
on in the May Voter’s Assembly. If you have not had an opportunity to review these changes you 
can do so by visiting the Trinity website (http://www.trinitylutheransavannah.org) and click on 
the Operations Manual section. The proposed revisions and a more detailed commentary are 
posted there.  A hard copy is also available through the church office.

Take It For Granted (Thanks Be To God) - Part 1 
 
          Ever wonder who wrote your Bible? Yes, I know it is God’s Word. But who wrote your version? 
Since you are reading this you must read English and so you probably have an English translation, maybe 
the NIV, ESV, NRSV, KJ, NEB, or NAS. You trust it to be accurate. You take it for granted. That’s OK. 
Focus on God’s Word; for comfort in sorrow, for strengthening of faith, and for challenge in holy living. 
Take the translation for granted. You have good reason to do so. Just thank God now and then for what 
you have. Your modern translation is the end result of the labor of countless Jewish and Christian 
scholars over about 2,300 years. Here is the short version of versions. 
 
          Some 200 years before Christ was born, Jewish scholars in the Egyptian city of Alexandria 
translated the many sacred books of the Israelites from the Hebrew language few in that highly civilized 
Greco-Roman world knew into the Greek that everyone who could read knew. This “Septuagint” version 
became widely accepted as the “Bible” (Greek for “scroll” or “book”). The various writers of the New 
Testament wrote of Jesus and their new faith in Greek and when they quoted what soon came to be called 
the Old Testament they cited from the Septuagint.  
 
          This world, once Greco-Roman, became steadily more Roman and less Greek and, starting in the 
year 313 AD when the newest (Roman) Emperor protected the upstart faith, less pagan and more 
Christian. The popular, or vulgar, language of the West was now Latin and a flood of inferior translations 
filled the vernacular vacuum. In 383 then Pope Damasus ordered his secretary, Jerome, to compile a 
single, reliable Latin text. Not content simply to cobble together the best Old Latin texts, Jerome set out 
on a life-long quest to find, acquire, study, and translate the most reliable Hebrew and Greek texts. His 
work resulted some 35 years later in the “Vulgate”, a scholarly masterwork that became THE Bible for 
over a thousand years. That’s not an exaggeration. When moveable type pioneer Johann Gutenberg 
published the first-ever printed Bible in 1454-56, the version he printed was the Vulgate. If in 1519, at the 
dawn of the Reformation, you had asked Martin Luther who wrote his version of the Bible, he would have 
answered, “Jerome”.  (to be continued)
