My fellow Christians!
VOLUNTEER? Who me?

It's been said about most organizations of a voluntary type...Rotary, Kiwanis, Lions, Salvation
Army...whatever...that 20 percent of the people do 80 percent of the work and vice versa. Itis
very hard to fuss at someone who is doing voluntary work to do more or ask them to spend more
of their time at it. We all have lives to live and everyone has 24 hours a day no matter their status
in life. But those of us who have volunteered to be a part of the various church councils must
realize that we do have a lot of people who are depending on us.

Recently, we started---at the encouragement of Pastor Hopkins---the TLC Sunshine Café. We
tried to have these breakfast get-togethers before and asked folks to step up to the plate to do
them...it turned out that only two or three stepped up and since we asked for a "donation" it went
something like this: the person(s) doing the breakfast spent about $50 or more and received $15
in the basket for their troubles and expenses---that may work in Washington but not in real life.
But the new system is working beautifully...the committee currently doing the break fasts is
making money and it will go for a good cause.

Problem is getting other committees to step up to the plate...the church council will take it over
next month and Evangelism in September...but there's no one scheduled after that. This is a
great way to raise extra dollars for items we need that are either not in the budget or would put an
extra strain on the budget. Our pastor needs a new computer...the one we have now is so out-
of-date | think it may be a coal-burner! There's no specific budget item for this but we do have a
provision for it...but to get one that pastor REALLY needs will cost more than the budget will
allow comfortably. So Church Council's profits in August will go to augment the money that is in
the budget to get him a more powerful model and adequate for our overall needs.

If you go back and check I think you'll find that when God spoke to Moses from the burning bush
Moses had a typical human reaction---who ME? Moses didn't think he was anywhere near up to
the task the Lord had asked him to perform...he didn't think he had the people skills nor the
eloquence for the job. God told him otherwise. How'd Moses do?

We have "volunteered" to be a part of the people who help run the church---if it takes a little extra
work the Lord will provide and will help us help ourselves. Please help out, these breakfasts are
working out well---they are great for fellowship and welcoming new and prospective members and
visitors. It will be a huge help as it becomes traditional but it cannot stop as soon as it gets
started. Someone once said: "If you want an orchard today, you must have planted it a long time
ago." Let's get those seeds in the ground and see what grows!

YOU’RE IN ORDER

At one of the adult VBS studies offered this year, the subject was the decidedly unBiblical Harry
Potter. But was the subject un-Christian? Extraordinarily popular, yes, since the latest episode
just sold 8.3 million copies in one day (July 21%') in one country (the USA). Moral, yes — the series
of seven books has a high moral tone throughout, speaking out clearly and forcefully against evil;
even when the protagonist behaves badly (be it anger, jealousy, or dishonesty), the reader knows
it. But spiritual? Can’t be — it is all about magic and the Bible condemns magic (see Rev. 21:8, for
starters).

This argument is not as persuasive as it at first sounds. C. S. Lewis surely the outstanding
Christian apologist of the 20" century wrote a magical series of Christian allegories, The Narnia
Chronicles, of noteworthy popularity. His close Christian friend, J. R. R. Tolkien was none-too-
shabby in the same line of work; his The Lord of the Rings, a trilogy full of magic, wizards and
demons chronicling a struggle between good and evil was also, oh, modestly popular. So how
about Harry?

Like Tolkien’s work, HP is not explicitly Christian but is loaded with Christian symbolism and
themes. From the first chapter of the first book where we learn of the sacrificial love that saved
Harry when he was a helpless infant, Christ is present in all but name. Unless you want to count
Harry’s name as Harry=heir and Potter=God (see Is. 64:8). Or his father's name as
James=Dbrother of Jesus and mother Lily=resurrection flower. Then there’s Dumbledore, a Christ
figure in that his first name “Albus” means “white”, he owns a phoenix bird, known since the
Middle Ages as the resurrection bird, and he dies at the hand of a disciple just after offering
forgiveness to an enemy.

Let us admit that vivid imagery and story can reach where preaching fails to penetrate and
opening a discussion with strangers, friends, young and old with “what did you think of the latest
Harry Potter” could be a great lead-in to witnessing. Point out that Harry had a beloved godfather
so he must have been baptized. That will get a rise out of any HP fan! Then there is that symbol
of Christ, the unicorn, and the Elixir of Life. Oh, and the Goblet of Fire? The Holy Grail.

So, enjoy the movie and read the books with delight. Why not - you are already a member of the
Order of the Phoenix. You serve a Lord, one of Light and Love and not of darkness and hate. Let
everyone know.
