FROM THE PRESIDENT 
 
          Growing up in the Lutheran Church was such a wonderful experience that I have never wanted to 
be anything else but a Lutheran.  I have attended several other churches but Lutheran is my favorite by 
far.  From the first time I attended Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in Garden City at age 11 I was 
hooked--lost flipping back and forth through the front of the hymnal wondering where we were in the 
opening portion of the service and trying to figure out how everybody else knew it took a bit of getting 
used to but it finally came to me (since I'm not the brightest bulb in the chandelier) I started looking at the 
bulletin!  I also thought the minister--Pastor Handberry--hung the moon!  He was tall, good looking and 
had a voice that made us wonder why he wasn't singing for the Metropolitan Opera in New York.  He 
practically rattled the windows.  And when in the opening part of the service, he would lift up his head to 
the heavens at the altar and shout: "…Glory be to God on high!"  It sent chills up our collective spines!  
He would often come over to the house to visit and wouldn't mind tossing the football with me for a while 
and even laughing at my jokes--he made me want to come to church. 
 
          What impressed me the most was, despite being relatively small in size, we had a lot of kids 
participating in the service.  It's the first church I had been in---ever---that had acolytes.  Was I impressed-
--not one acolyte, but two. And they didn't light two candles they lit (I think) 10 each!  It was impressive 
and it looked great.  Then came the crucifer, an older boy I recognized from Groves High--WOW!  After 
a few services my mom began to express to me her desire for me to be an acolyte.  Uh-oh!  What if I trip 
on the robe going up the stairs--what if I can't get one of the candles to light?  What if the wick goes out?  
What was also impressive, though I didn't think about it at the time, was there was never a shortage of 
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acolytes or crucifers.  And they didn't repeat them for four or five weeks or longer.  It was an honor and 
an obligation.  Mom finally talked me into it and on my first day Pastor Handberry paired me with a 
veteran who had been doing it for a few years.  He put me at ease explaining just how to do it and even 
rehearsed with me.  Soon it became a breeze and I looked forward to it, it was fun.  Later I too became a 
crucifer--what a thrill and honor.  And to get to do it on Christmas Eve or Easter gave me goose bumps! 
Oh--and in those dark ages--only boys were acolytes and crucifers. 
 
          Parents---this message is aimed directly at you.  I am beginning to wonder with all the young 
people we have, why we are seeing the same kids (and one who is almost legal drinking age) being 
acolyte and crucifer week after week.  We should have kids standing in line waiting for this privilege.  It 
is an honor to be an acolyte and/or crucifer.  It is easier than calculus too.  But from the looks of things, 
you would think we were asking for kidney donors.  So I ask you, why haven't you told your child you 
want them to be an acolyte or crucifer?  And why, when some are scheduled, they fail to show up? 
 
          The Lutheran service is one of the very few with acolytes and crucifers that I have ever seen and I 
believe it adds so much to the service--those little extra touches others don't have.  You should be 
instilling that desire into your kids to do their part for God as my mom did.  She never threatened or 
begged or sent me to bed without dinner over it….just gentle persuasion.  And when it was my turn she 
and my step-father made darn sure I was there in plenty of time--they were proud of me and wanted me to 
do well and do my part for the church.  Bottom line: talk with your kids about it.  Let them know how 
special this job truly is.  We have something unique and I can't figure out why we have given this problem 
so little attention (or am I missing something behind the scenes?).  Perhaps I am as much to blame since I 
have never complimented the acolytes or crucifers in my newsletter to let them know how much they are 
appreciated and how important their job is.  Okay, mea culpa over--your turn!

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Camp Restore 
Restoring Faith, Home and Community 

 
The following is in answer to frequently asked questions regarding the restoration effort in New 

Orleans following Hurricane Katrina.  The answers are based on my personal observations and do not 
necessarily reflect the observations and interpretations of the other four members of Trinity that traveled 
with me.  I have purposely omitted the hordes of statistics that are readily available, and where possible, 
chosen to answer your questions with the personal stories of the victims I encountered. 

 
Hurricane Katrina hit the gulf coast the morning of Monday, August 28, 2005.  A class four 

hurricane, Katrina carried winds of up to 140 mph.  New Orleans is surrounded by water; the Mississippi 
River, Lake Pontchartrain and the Gulf of Mexico. It is protected by levees speculated to provide 
protection for up to a category 3 hurricane.  Thousands of people lived behind these levees.  By Tuesday 
morning the levees began to give way flooding 80 % of the city.  The ninth ward, where we worked, was 
the hardest hit with ten feet of water or more in some areas.  The resulting disaster left 1800 people dead, 
8 billion dollars in damages and the largest displacement of people since the dust bowl of the l930’s.  

 
The most frequently asked question is “What is taking so long?  Why is restoration so 
slow?”  

 Let me tell you the story of Mary, (not her real name) a middle aged mother of two, educated, 
well spoken and under usual circumstances very capable of caring for herself and her family.  Mary had 
made arrangements to weather the storm with her brother in his third floor apartment when her sister, a 
nurse, called insisting that they all evacuate.  As a nurse she knew they were preparing for the “big one” 
and feared for her sister’s safety.  Mary, her mother and her two children gathered a few things and 
headed out of town.  On the way they stopped for gasoline.  Short on cash, she tried her bank card in the 
ATM machine and the card was rejected.  Her mother’s card was rejected also.  They both did business 
with a local bank and all ATM transactions had been suspended.  She had money in the bank, but no way 
to get to it.  The station owner saw her plight, filled the tank and sent her on her way with a tank of gas 
and snacks for the children.  They evacuated to the Houston Astrodome.  There she and the children 
caught a bus to Chicago where she had a cousin willing to take them in.  Upon learning that her two year 
old home was uninhabitable, she remained in Chicago where she worked and the children went to school.  
Two years later in August of 2007, she finally was given a FEMA trailer to live in while  overseeing the 
restoration of her home.  She is presently working in the city at a bank.   During this entire time she had to 
make mortgage payments on her home and received only $20,000 in insurance money.  The home had to 
be cleaned of 15 inches of mud and silt, all the furnishings removed, dry wall, plumbing and electric 
ripped out.   Once the framework was exposed, it had to be treated for mold.  At this point the actual 
reconstruction can begin.  The week we were there, we completed the dry wall and painting. Then work 
on her house came to a standstill while she accumulated enough cash to buy floor tile.  Her arrangement 
with Camp Restore is that she supplies all the materials and they supply the labor.  The insurance money 
has run out and all future expenditures will be out of pocket.  Mary, who works closely with the project 
manager at Camp Restore admits to knowing more about plumbing and electricity than she ever expected 
and is very grateful to Camp Restore for the helping hand.  Two and a half years later, Mary is still not in 
her home.  This is only one case. 
 
Should we be rebuilding in an area that is six feet below sea level? 

Good Question, but we are committed!  The US Army Corps of Engineers has restored 220 miles 
of levee, making it stronger, the levees are higher, there is greater drainage capacity and the pumping 
stations have been flood proofed.  My thought is that the decision not to rebuild must be made on an 
individual and community basis prior to the crisis.  To stop restoration two years into the effort puts an 
unfair burden on the pioneers who have already restored or are in the process of restoration.   We had the 
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good luck to take part in a ‘house blessing’.  Marla (not her real name) is a middle age social worker, 
who, after losing her home, lived with relatives in Birmingham, but frequently traveled to New Orleans to 
oversee reconstruction.  Last week construction was completed and in an emotional and heartwarming 
ceremony, we handed over the keys.   The house is located in the ninth ward on a street that is slowly 
coming back to life.  A native of the city, Marla is anxious to get to work rebuilding the neighborhood 
and community.  She alluded to the fact that in her line of work, she is more comfortable and accustomed 
to being on the giving end than the receiving.  Don’t tell her it isn’t worth rebuilding – this is her home. 
 
How did Camp Restore Come Into Being? 
 Camp Restore is a compassionate response to the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina.  It is an effort 
to bring the hope of Christ to victims as they help rebuild homes, churches and schools in New Orleans 
and the surrounding area.  Because this is a Christ-centered endeavor, no public funds are available.  
Funding and equipment are donated by LCMS World Relief, Human Care, Orphan Grain Train, Thrivent, 
Lutheran Social Services and Laborers for Christ.  Camp Restore originally operated out of a big top tent 
with no electric or plumbing.   Then the Prince of Peace Church and School became available.  Like all 
the other structures in the ninth ward, it sat in 8 to 10 feet of water and had to be gutted and restored.  
Occupancy began in August of 2006.  Today it offers comfortable living facilities for 150 volunteers.  
The Church still offers Sunday services; the gymnasium is the dining hall where three meals a day are 
served.  The classrooms are dormitories, each with 12 sets of bunk beds.  There is office space, a large 
equipment room and a lounge area with couches, game tables and television.  Outside are complete 
hookups for 25 motor homes to accommodate the “long term” volunteers.  These are usually Laborers For 
Christ members who provide the most consistent leadership and construction skills.
