BOARD OF ELDERS
Membership Roll Changes - Part lli

In Parts | and Il of this series, | explained how the Board of Elders goes about adding
people and, if needs be, peacefully releasing people from the membership roll of TLC. |
conclude this month by discussing “reluctant release” of people from membership.

| assure you that the Elders have no desire to remove names from the membership roll.
But we have a responsibility for ensuring that our roll consists of people involved in our common
life and purpose. We must, then, (if reluctantly) release any person from membership who (a)
does not attend worship services or participate in non-worship activities of the church for an
extended period of time (normally two years) and (b) cannot be contacted despite repeated
efforts or, when contacted, declines to submit a request for transfer or to affirm that they have
joined another church.

We hope this is a rare occurrence. But if this situation arises, we will take measured steps
toward release. | will not go into every detail here, but the process includes the Board considering
whether or not the person really has been absent from church activities and worship services for
a long time, investigating the person’s circumstances and trying (again) to ascertain their
intentions, reviewing the findings of the investigation, and voting whether or not to release the
person from membership.

Should the Elders take this step, | am required to announce the name of the person so
released to Council and to the Voters at the earliest opportunity. Furthermore, if the Board judges
it helpful and if we know the person’s current address, | will send a letter informing him/her of the
action taken by the Board and inviting the person to renew their fellowship with Trinity.

We always need good cotton sheets, yarn, batting and good materials for the quilts. We
still collect Campbell labels for Bethesda, foreign stamps and baby coupons. Our special thanks
to all who help us in so many ways.

We continue to pray for the sick, all the military and their families, shut-ins, our church and
all who need prayers.
